Connect the individual light strips together using the supplied cables.
Up to 16 light strips can be connected together using optional accessory kits.



Mounting
Depending on the desired application and mounting location, the light
strips can normally be mounted using the included adhesive pads.
When connecting additional light strips or a Y-ADAPTER accessory,
make sure that the connector pins are properly aligned.

Adhesive Pad
Determine the desired and appropriate mounting location. Make sure
cables and light strips are positioned away from any safety equipment,
moving parts or vehicle controls. TTEEMMPPOORRAARRIILLYY mount the light strips
and control box (with all cables attached) to ensure proper clearances
and sufficient cable lengths. Masking tape, cellophane tape or other
suitable methods (not supplied) should be used to temporarily hold the
light strips, cables and control box in position. 

Once you are satisfied with the mounting location, fit and cable lengths,
clean the vehicle mounting surfaces with the supplied alcohol wipe. 

Remove the protective backing from one side of the adhesive pads and
place the pads on the bottom surface of the light strip (typically two
pads are used, one at each end of the light strip) and the control box.
Then, remove the remaining protective backing from the adhesive pads
and carefully mount the light strips and control box in the selected
location, by firmly pressing them against the clean vehicle mounting
surfaces.

Cable
Secure excess cable with the included wire ties to ensure that it does
not interfere with operation of the vehicle, its controls or any safety
equipment.

Power
Plug the supplied Cigarette Lighter Power Adapter into the vehicle's
cigarette lighter socket or 12 VDC accessory socket. Make sure that the
cables are routed away from any moving parts and do not interfere with
operation of the vehicle, its controls or any safety equipment.

IMPORTANT! - This product features a color scan mode. This mode
may be active when the cigarette lighter power adapter is plugged
in for the first time. If this happens, proceed to Step #2 below.

1. If the unit is OOFFFF,,  pprreessss  aanndd  rreelleeaassee the control knob to turn the
unit OONN.

2. If the unit is in the color scan mode when powered on, pprreessss
aanndd  rreelleeaassee the control knob to exit color scan mode. Upon
doing so the unit will enter the normal mode and will display a
single steady color. (If you would like to re-enter the color scan
mode at any time; pprreessss  aanndd  hhoolldd  tthhee  ccoonnttrrooll  kknnoobb  ffoorr  33
sseeccoonnddss. The lights will flash to indicate re-entry into the color
scan mode.)

3. RRoottaattee the control knob clockwise or counter-clockwise to
change the color and brightness. (Each color has a high and low
brightness setting).

4. To set a custom color, you must first enter the color scan mode
by pprreessssiinngg  aanndd  hhoollddiinngg  tthhee  ccoonnttrrooll  kknnoobb  ffoorr  33  sseeccoonnddss until the
lights flash.

5. When the desired custom color is displayed, pprreessss  aanndd  hhoolldd  tthhee
ccoonnttrrooll  kknnoobb  ffoorr  33  sseeccoonnddss, until the lights flash. This indicates
that the custom color is set.

6. The custom color that was selected is stored at the two control
knob positions (high and low brightness) pprriioorr  ttoo  vviieewwiinngg  tthhee
wwhhiittee--ccoolloorr. To display the custom color, first, rroottaattee the
control knob until the white-color, high brightness setting is
displayed. Then rroottaattee the control knob oonnee  cclliicckk  ccoouunntteerr--
cclloocckkwwiissee to display the custom color, low brightness setting
OORR  ttwwoo  cclliicckkss  ccoouunntteerr--cclloocckkwwiissee to display the custom color,
high brightness setting.

7. PPrreessss  aanndd  rreelleeaassee the control knob to turn the unit OFF.
